(1) God demonstrates His power in Christ
(2) God raised Christ from the dead
(3) God seated Christ at His right hand
(4) God placer Christ above the angels
(5) God subjected all things to Christ
(6) God gave Christ to be the head of the church

D. Our new position individually
1. Our old position: Dead to God
a. You were dead in the trespasses and sins
b. You walked according to the worldly system
c. You walked according to the ruler of the world
d. We also lived controlled by our old sin nature

2. The new position: Alive in Christ
a. God made us alive together with Christ
b. God raised us up with Christ
c. God seated us with Christ in the heavenly places
d. God will demonstrate His grace toward us in Christ
(1) We are saved by grace
(2) We are saved by faith
(3) We cannot save ourself
(4) We are saved as a gift of God
(5) We are not saved by works
(6) We are the workmanship of God
(7) We are re-created in Christ for good works
(8) We are to walk in good works

E. Our new position corporately

1. Statement of the union
a. Gentiles were called “Uncircumcision”™
b. Gentiles were separated from Israel
c. Gentiles had no covenant of promise
d. Gentiles were without hope and without God
e. Gentiles came near to God by the blood of Christ
2. Explanation of the union
a. Jesus Christ is our peace
b. Jesus Christ abolished the barrier between Jew and Gentile
c. Jesus Christ reconciled both into one body through His cross
d. Jesus Christ preached peace to both groups
e. Both groups have access to the Father in one Spirit
3. Consequence of the union
a. Gentiles are now fellow-citizens with the saints of Israel
b. Gentiles are now part of God’s household
c. God’s household is built upon a foundation
(1) The Apostles and prophets
(2) Jesus Christ being the chief cornerstone
d. The whole building is fitted together in Christ
e. The whole building is growing into a holy temple in the Lord

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Walking not as the Gentiles walk
1. Walking not in the futility of the mind
2. Walking not darkened in their understanding
a. Excluded from the life of God
(1) Because of ignorance
(2) Because of hardness of heart
b. Not having become callous
(1) Given over to sensuality
(2) Practicing every kind of impurity with greediness

. Walking by putting on the “new man”
You have learned Christ and been taught in Him
You laid aside the “old man” with its lusts
You are being renewed in the spirit of your mind
You need to put on the new man
You have been recreated in righteousness and holiness
You are to lay aside falsehood
You are to speak truth with your neighbor
You can have righteous anger until day’s end
9. You are not to let anger become sin
.10. You are not to let the sun go down on your anger
11. You must not give the Devil an opportunity
12. You must not steal
13. You must labor with your own hands
14. You should share with those in need
15. You should speak words that edify as needed
16. You are not to grieve the Holy Spirit who sealed you

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15. You are to be kind to one another:

a. Tender-hearted
b. Forgiving one another just as God in Christ forgave you

The positive

a. Imitate God

b. Walk in love

c. Let not immorality, impurity, or greed be named among you
d. Give thanks

The negative

a. Filthiness, silly talk, or coarse jesting are not proper

b. Idolaters have no inheritance in God’s kingdom

c. Do not be deceived with empty words

d. These things result in God’s wrath on sons of disobedience
e. Do not be partakers with them

. Walking in the light

The positive

a. We are light in the Lord

b. Walk as children of light

c. The fruit of light is all goodness, righteousness, and truth
d. Prove what is pleasing to the Lord

The negative

a. Do not participate in deeds of darkness

b. Expose deeds of darkness

c. Do not even speak of the evil things done in secret
d. All things become visible when exposed to the light
e. Arise from the dead and Christ will shine on you

. Walking in wisdom

Admonition
a. Walk as wise men
(1) Make the most of your time
(2) Understand what the will of the Lord is
b Do not be drunk with wine
c. Be filled with the Spirit
(1) Speak to one another in psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs
(2) Sing and make melody with your heart to the Lord
(3) Always giving thanks for all things
d. Submit to one another in reverence to the Lord

2. Application

a. Wives, submit to your own husband, as to the Lord
(1) The husband is the head of the wife
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(2) Christ is head of the church
(3) Christ 1s the Savior of the body
(4) The church is subject to Christ
(5) Wives should be subject to husbands in everything
b. Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church
(1) Christ gave himself up for her
(2) Christ 1s sanctifying the church
(3) Christ is cleansing the church with His word
(4) Christ will present to Himself the church glorious
(5) Husbands, love your wives as your own bodies
(6) Nourish your wife as your own body, as Christ, the church
(7) We are all members of His body
c. Marriage was ordained by God (Gen. 2:24)
(1) “This mystery is great,” paralleling Christ and the church
(2) Let each man love his own wife as himself
(3) Let each wife respect her own husband
d. Children obey your parents
(1) Honor your father and your mother
(2) The first commandment with a promise
(3) Child obedience results in long life
(4) Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger
(5) Fathers, discipline and instruct their children
e. Servants, obey your masters
(1) Serve them as unto the Lord
(2) Serve not as men pleasers
(3) Serve from the heart God’s will
(4) Serve with good will
(5) Those doing good will receive from the Lord
f. Masters, treat your servants honorably
(1) Do not threaten your servants
(2) Masters and servants have the same Lord
(3) There is no partiality with God
